The 1890 Census enumerators were charged to collect data on 
the citizens of their district commencing on the 1st of June and 
completing by the end of the month. Thirty categories were to be 
completed for the population schedule, but the job did not end there. 
The enumerators were also charged to complete additional special 
schedules as applicable

•	 Special enumeration in institutions
•	 Special enumeration of Indians
•	 Special enumeration of Surviving Soldiers, Sailors, and 

Marines, and Widows, etc. 

In this article we’ll be focusing on the latter – Soldiers, Sailors, 
Marines, and soldier’s widows.

A ýre in 1921 burned and partly damaged a variety of record col-
lections including the 1890 U.S. Census , Population schedule and 
a portion of the Union Veterans Schedule. 1     Part of the Veterans 
schedule did survive: about half of the state of Kentucky, and 
Louisiana, Maine, Maryland, Massachusetts, Michigan, Missis-
sippi, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, Nevada, New Hampshire, 
New Jersey, New Mexico, New York, North Carolina, North 
Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, 
South Carolina, South Dakota, Tennessee, Texas, Utah, Vermont, 
Virginia, Washington, West Virginia, Wisconsin, Wyoming, Wash-
ington, D.C., Indian territories, and U.S. ships and navy yards. The 
surviving schedules have been microýlmed - National Archives 
micropublication M123 (118 reels).

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Robert F. Woodward, Envoy to Latin 
America, Dies at 92‡

WASHINGTON, May 21 [2001] — Robert Forbes Woodward, a 
career foreign service ofýcer and Latin America expert who left 
an imprint on American policy from Cuba to Argentina, died on 
Friday at his home in Washington. He was 92.
Mr. Woodward, who was ambassador to three Latin American 
countries and Spain before becoming a senior State Department 
policy maker, helped implement the Kennedy administration’s 
Alliance for Progress, an aid program to spur development in 
Latin America.
Mr. Woodward was an early advocate for such assistance and 
some colleagues recalled his pressing Washington for more 
support to the nations of Latin America and promoting the In-
ter-American Development Bank — which was established in 
1960 — as a powerful engine for economic growth.
Known as a steady but self-effacing diplomat, Mr. Woodward 
had served as the American ambassador to Chile for just seven 
weeks when he became assistant secretary of state for Latin 
America in 1961. 
Various diplomats had refused the post, worried that they might 
be undercut by close advisers to President Kennedy, like Richard 
N. Goodwin and Arthur M. Schlesinger Jr., who had their own 
assignments to recast American relations in the hemisphere.
But Mr. Woodward took the position, just two months after the 
disastrous American-backed invasion of Cuba at the Bay of 
Pigs. He soon became entangled in the dictates and secret mis-
sions involving the White House advisers, according to George 
Landau, a longtime friend and former American ambassador 
to Chile.
“He was a model diplomat,” Mr. Landau said. “But he was too 
nice. He never said `no.’ “
Still, as assistant secretary, Mr. Woodward led the successful 
effort to suspend Cuba’s membership in the Organization of 
American States as Fidel Castro consolidated his power. He 
also helped organize the founding meeting of the Alliance for 
Progress, which aimed in part to dissuade Latin Americans from 
socialism and revolution.
After eight months in the job, Mr. Woodward became ambas-
sador to Spain. There, he renegotiated pacts for the United 
States to maintain a submarine base at Rota, Spain, as well as 
three air bases. 
Born in Minneapolis in 1908, he graduated from the University 
of Minnesota in 1930 and joined the foreign service a year later. 
He married Virginia Parker Cooke of Washington, in Lima, Peru, 
in 1943. She died in 1990.
His 37-year career sent him to virtually every corner of the 
Americas. He served in consular and embassy posts in Canada, 
Argentina, Paraguay, Colombia, Brazil, Bolivia, Guatemala, and 
Cuba, in addition to Stockholm. He was appointed ambassador 

to Costa Rica in 1954, ambassador to Uruguay in 1958 and 
ambassador to Chile in 1961.
Mr. Woodward is survived by their two children, Robert Forbes 
Woodward Jr. of Boyds, Md., and Mary Woodward Truland of 
Germantown, Md.; and two sisters and six grandchildren.

Pleasant Hill Cemetery was established 23 July 1904.

“New Hill Village” is the title of a historical marker located in 
Merrimack County, New Hampshire. The marker reads

In February 1937, Hill residents learned that their vil-
lage, near the Pemigewasset River, was to become a 
þood control reservoir for the Franklin Falls dam proj-
ect. By January of 1940, the citizens of Hill formed an 
association, purchased land, and began planning a new 
model village with the help of the N.H. Sate Planning 
and Development Commission. Construction started in 
1940, and by June of 1941 the new town hall and school 
were completed along with the streets, water systems, 
and 30 houses. The 1941 town meeting was called to 
order in the old town hall, recessed and reconvened in 
the new village.

The following information was gleamed from photographs of 
Woodward burials in the Pleasant Hill Cemetery in the village 
of Hill (Merrimack County), New Hampshire  taken earlier this 
year by Kay Mahoney.

In 1836, following the 29 December 1835 Treaty signed with the 
Cherokee Indians, Indian Agents Hemphill and Liddell evalu-
ated the land owned by Cherokee Indians in North Georgia. The 
evaluations of lands in Floyd County included the property of 
Sandy (or Sunday) Woodard [sic] and Thomas Woodward.

Woodward was disposed of 40 acres of his improvements 
the present year 1836 made _____ for its rent worth $2.50 
per acre. 

Ben Teceskee, full blood, resided near Thomas Woodward.
Woodward Town was located in Cherokee land on Rocky Creek 
(east of the Oostanaula River) in District 23. The town consisted 
of a small number of individuals including the families of Sunday 
Woodward (half blood), Harry Vann, Polly (Jack Chucercartor’s 
wife), Thomas Woodward (half blood), Hornet, Fife (or Turkey) 
and his son, Dunken Turkey, and Skontah’hee. 3

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(223)  Seek information establishing the relationship between 
Solomon Woodard, German Woodard, William Woodard, John 
Woodard, George W. Woodard.  They interact with land convey-
ances in Bedford Co. TN, and have some ties to Lincoln Co. TN. 
They appear to have arrived in Bedford Co. between 1827 and 
1832. German Woodard was in Marshall Co. (with sons Ger-
man, John and George) but he also has land transactions with 
the above men.  Solomon has been traced into Wayne Co. TN 
and may have removed to Tishmingo Co. MS.
It is known that John and George are brothers. Their father is 
NOT the German Woodard mentioned above. John and George 
were born in the early 1800s, circa 1800-1804. John and George 
lived next to each other in the 22nd Civil District (Flat Creek) 
of Bedford Co. TN. George died circa 1863-1865; John died 
circa 1872 or thereabouts German was born circa 1790-1800 and 
perhaps died around 1870 in Marshall Co., TN. It is believed that 
Solomon was born about a decade earlier. William Woodard has 
not been identiýed in the census records (too many men with 
the same name) , but he may be a son, or perhaps the father, of 
German Woodard.
